Nil Aziz’s father Dahess is by the Saudi stallion 
Amer, a leading sire with more than 130 winners 
and 70 Group I wins. Dahess himself had an 
outstanding race career and was the highest 
rated IFAHR race horse in 2007. He won 28 
races and was the winner of 13 Group I races. 
Out of his first small foal crop the filly Insaf won 
the Qatar Derby and the Guineas in 2011. Insaf 
did confirm her supremacy as the best mare in 
Qatar, after finishing 3rd in the HH Sheikh 
Abdullah Trophy Group I, against colts, the 19th 
of January 2012.  

 
Nil Aziz’s mother Nil Abiat belongs to the 
Hamdani strain tracing back to the foundation 
mare Zenab (1879) of the Pompadour state stud 
in France. Currently this family is one of the 
most successful racing lines. On February 28

th
 

2012, the family representative Aziz ASF (Amer 
x Aziza D’Aroco by Dormane) won the Group I 
“H.H. Emirs Sword Race” over 2’400 meters. At 
the same meeting the colt Harran (Burning 
Sand x Aziza D’Aroco), another representative 
of the Zenab family won the Group I “Qatar 
International Trophy” over a mile. 

Other Group I winners out of this famous French 
line are Arawak D’Aroco (Manganate x Arizona), 
Tabarak (Nizam x Altesse D’Aroco), Al Anqa 
(Amer x Altesse D’Aroco), Anastasya (Dormane 
x Albany) and Dubai Heros (Amer x Anastasya).
